And in place of the serious music-making stood the brilliant and erudite comedy which made his name.  He carried on touring the world until well into his eighties – in fact he was slated for one final big tour at the time of his death in December 2000

Rainer Hersch describes himself as “a concert pianist gone AWOL” who turned to comedy 16 years ago.  In countless glowing reviews of his own comedy and music routines Rainer was cited as Borge’s ‘comic heir’ …even though he had never heard of the man! 

After some serious research (‘who is this Borge bloke?’)  Hersch was soon converted to a Borge aficionado and fan – even recording a programme about him for the BBC.  His theatrical re-creation has now delighted audiences from Edinburgh to Montreal Comedy Festival.

With “Rainer Hersch’s Victor Borge” the Danish maestro’s extraordinary story and his routines have been lovingly re-written in a show that lurches from the hilarious to the poignant offering witty and absorbing insight into Borge’s life and is a tribute to his genius.
